GET SMART ABOUT SEARCHING

REACH OUT TO WHO YOU KNOW

Speak to your parents, teachers, and
family friends. They might know of a
scholarship that could suit you, such as
one offered by their employer, a local
organization, or a memorial scholarship in
your local area.

MEET YOUR DEADLINES

Submit your scholarship applications early
or on time to increase your chances of
being considered. Many organizations
don't accept late entries. This is a critical
step in the process.
